Sura MV. Evaluation of costs for pharmacotherapy of patients with hypertension in outpatient care

The article shares results of cost evaluation for pharmacotherapy in patients with arterial hypertension (AH) in outpatient care on the basis
of medical care standards and expert survey. The results of the survey allowed to predict the cost of providing effective pharmacotherapy for
patients taking into account the stage of the disease; for stage III AH and based on average drug prices, weighted-average costs ? ?were just
above 8 thousand rubles per patient per year. The study revealed a huge gap in the cost of drugs for the treatment of hypertension — both
within drugs with the same active ingredient (up to 15 times) and within the same ATC-groups (more than 600 times). That is a strong con-
sideration in favour of introducing a more stringent public price regulation. Reference pricing could be one of the effective mechanisms for
cost containment in the implementation of outpatient drug provision programs for patients with hypertension in Russia.
